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Sandusky Era Ends After a Decade

On Nov. 13 it was an-
nounced that Albright’s head
football coach, E.J. Sandusky,
had resigned, a decision that
capped off a disappointing
season during which the Li-
ons finished 2-8 overall.

“The entire team was sur-
prised and upset about Coach
Sandusky’s decision,” said
sophomore offensive lineman
Theron Deets.

Sandusky has been on the
sidelines for the Lions for the
past 10 years. He started as an
assistant coach in 1996 and
was promoted to head coach
the following season when he
led the Lions to a Southwest
Region Championship. In
his 10 years at Albright, San-
dusky compiled a record of
50-52, helped lead the Lions
to the 1996 NCAA Division
Il quarterfinals and to three
ECAC championships.

“He has done a lot for
the Albright community,”
said Albright athletic director

Steve George, Ph.D. “We are
grateful for what he’s done.
We wish him well in his fu-
ture endeavors.”

A national search has
been  start-
ed to find
Sandusky’s
replacement
and defensive
coordinator
Mike Hoyt
has been
named in-
terim coach.
George has
formed a
search com-
mittee con-
sisting of six
faculty mem-
bers, four
players, and
himself.

Deets,
freshman
quarterback
Tanner Kelly, sophomore
defensive back Matt Christ,
and freshman running back
Tyrell Drumgo were the play-
ers selected to the committee.

According to George, he did
not choose any seniors for
the committee because they
would not be playing with
the new coach. He wanted
players who
would be
playing at
least two or
three years
with him.
“T he
team was
happy to have
players in-
volved,” said
Deets. “Be-
cause when it
comes down
to it, it’s our
coach and
should be
someone we
feel is ready
to take over.”
The play-
ers’ roles are
to express their opinions re-
garding a candidate’s qualifi-
cations and whether they feel
the candidate will be able to
lead the Lions to a MAC title,
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according to Deets. In their
first meeting, the committee
discussed a timeline and the
qualities they are looking for
in a new head coach.

“We are looking to re-
cruit the best candidate for
the Albright student ath-
letes,” said George. “This was
a collective decision reached
with an eye on the future.
We want to build the best
Division Il football program
that we can.”

Along with the search
committee, Albright has also
put out national advertise-
ments. They are searching for
candidates both from within
the Lions football organiza-
tion and externally. For now,
the players are proceeding
with their off-season as they
normally would.

“It's never good to lose
any coach, no matter the cir-
cumstances,” said Deets. “We
are continuing our off-season
workouts and hoping that the
new head coach is ready to
hit the ground running when
he arrives.”

Albright Court Vandalized

According to an incident
report filed on Nov. 17, graf-
fiti was discovered that day
in Albright Court at 6:30
a.m. by a resident. Perma-
nent black pen and a blue
marker were apparently used
to write on several doors of
all four floors in the build-
ing. The graffiti was com-
prised of phallic drawings,
curses, sexual references and
at least one racial slur. Dr.
Kemmerer, acting Dean of
Students, stated that the col-
lege is “working aggressively
to find the person respon-
sible for the damage.” Presi-
dent McMillan also expressed
his concerns in an e-mail to
the Albright community and
commented on the unaccept-
ability of such actions.

After a recent look into
Albright’s current bicycle pol-
icy, a major revision has been
made. Beginning interim of
2007, bicycles will be allowed
on campus. With students po-
tentially riding more bikes to
campus, problems with park-
ing may be alleviated and a
greater sense of wellness may
be promoted throughout the
college community. Public
safety will also be offering
free bike registration to all
those interested. The new bi-
cycle policy reads as follows:

Fall 2006: Bicycle Policy
on Campus

*The College is not re-
sponsible for lost, stolen, or
damaged bicycles.

*The College is not re-
sponsible for locating lost or
stolen bicycles.

*Bicycle owners are re-
sponsible for removing their
bicycles from campus at the
end of every semester. Bicy-
cles left after the end of the
academic semester will be
considered abandoned, con-
yscated by Public Safety, and
held by the College until the
bicycle is claimed. Bicycles
left with Public Safety for
more than one full semester
will be deemed a gift to the
College, to be disposed of
through appropriate College
channels.

Bike

Bicycles, when not in
use, must be securely locked
to approved bicycle racks. Bi-
cycle racks will be placed in
appropriate places on campus.

*Bicycles may not be
stored in buildings, including
residence halls.

«It is prohibited to chain
bicycles to trees, poles, stair-
ways, etc,.

*Monday - Friday, 8 a.m.
— 4 p.m. while classes are in
session on the core part of
campus, bicycles should be
walked, not ridden. The core
campus is deyned as the area
between 13th Street, Palm
Street, Union Street, and Bern
Street.

Bicycle owners should
use discretion when riding bi-
cycles. At all times, pedestri-
ans have the right-of-way.

All bicycles must be op-
erated according to the provi-
sions of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania Vehicle Code as
it pertains to bicycles, as well
as the rules and regulations
contained in this policy.

*Bicycles may not be rid-
den in residence halls or any
other building.

*Bicycle owners are en-
couraged to have bikes in-
sured in case of damage, loss,
or theft.

*Bicycle  owners are
strongly encouraged to regis-
ter their bicycles with the Of-

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Albright Honors Veterans

City Lights llluminates Body and Mind

With finals just around
the corner, the Gingrich Li-
brary is again coming to the
aid of the student body with
their third annual City Lights
study sessions on Dec. 8. The
concept began three years
ago and was named after the
Freshman Forum topic of
that year: “The City.” Ever
since then the library staff
and faculty members have
been volunteering their time
and mental resources to “shed
some light” on different sub-

jects.
According to  Kristin
Brumbach, library techni-

cian-administration, and Pat
Brosenne, public services
and reference librarian, City
Lights is comprised of up to
27 review sessions in areas
such as chemistry, psychol-
ogy, math, Spanish, biology,
physics, accounting, econom-
ics, and sociology. The con-
cept focuses primarily on
freshmen, but Brumbach and
Brosenne stressed that upper-
classmen are more than wel-
come to attend and are even
free to set up private study
sessions of their own on the
third floor or wherever there
is available space.

Brumbach referred to the
event as a “one stop shop”
where students could have all
their questions answered in
one stop at the library as well
as “enjoy food and fun.” A
magician is scheduled to per-
form at the event, and cookies
donated by faculty members,
sandwiches and hot chocolate
will be served to all those in
attendance. “People from all
over campus are really gener-

ous about [donating],” com-
mented Brumbach.

Professors and student
tutors will also be on hand
at every study session to
provide some instruction on
their specific subject and an-
swer any questions students
may have while preparing for
finals. While some sessions
must be run by only a student
tutor due to scheduling con-
flicts with professors, Brum-
bach stated that almost every
review session last year was
done by a professor.

All of the feedback re-
ceived from students on the
past two City Lights events
has been generally very posi-
tive and, according to Brum-
bach and Brosenne, the only
complaints they have re-
ceived have been about a lack
of study sessions to attend.
Despite the past shortage of
sessions available, students
have still managed to take a
lot away from City Lights.
“Students have said on evalu-
ations that they feel more
confident and prepared for
exams [after attending City
Lights],” Brumbach said.

In the past, about 150
students have attended City
Lights each year. “Last year
we had the same number
[as the previous year] and
nine inches of snow on the
ground,” said Brumbach. “We
plan for a lot of people so we
hope the whole freshman
class comes out.”

City Lights is scheduled
to begin at 6 p.m. on Friday,
Dec. 8 in the library with a
welcome greeting and a pre-
sentation of the list of sub-
jects that will be covered
during each study session.

1.Q. Web Tangle Free

This semester, for the
first time in Albright’s his-
tory, select students were
able to register for classes on
1.Q. Web rather than by the
customary registration card.
1.Q. Web was introduced to
the student body last fall as
an online method to check
balances and other charges,
classes and transcripts. This
semester, advisees of select
professors were able to reg-
ister online. Instead of the
usual green cards and long
lines, students saw their ad-
visor who gave them access
to the online registration.

Many students were
worried that there would be
inherent flaws in the pro-
gram, but all went well dur-
ing registration week. The
online registration allowed

students to choose their
courses as of 7:30 a.m. on the
date that their class was to
register. Their classes were
put in an online shopping
card and the class “order”
was processed immediately.
The process allowed students
easy and immediate registra-
tion. For students who have
been waiting outside of the
registrar’'s office for years
in the cold, the change was
welcomed. The registrar’s of-
fice also made note that next
semester all students will be
able to register for the fall
2007 semester on 1.Q. Web.

Overall, the student re-
sponse to the new registration
process was well received.
Online registration will alle-
viate some stress for advisors
and the registrar’s office, who
have had to struggle with a
bulk of students registering
in person for years.

“We love feed-
back,” said Brumbach, “The
more information we can
get from students the bet-
ter.” Planning for next year’s
City Lights event will start at
the beginning of next year,
but Brumbach and Brosenne
welcome comments and sug-
gestions all year long.

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Schumo Center Construction Impedes Parking

With the construction
of the new Schumo Center
underway, students are now
unable to park in the Boll-
man lot. Strict rules regulat-
ing parking in other areas
deny students an alternative
that won't potentially lead
to a parking ticket.

“It'sridiculousthatthere
wasn’t that much [parking]
last year,” said Tony Wam-
bach, a junior who lives in
an off-campus apartment.
“And this year they are
building the gym and get-
ting rid of more spots.”

Officer Alfred Uliasz of
Albright College’s Depart-
ment of Public Safety agrees
that the parking situation is
a problem for students. He
added that it would help to
have the Bollman lot back,
but he doesn’'t know when
construction of the Schumo
Center will be complete. As
for building a replacement
lot, Uliasz said there was
talk of it, but nothing is in
the planning stage yet. He
said that part of the prob-
lem may be that there isn’'t a
good location to build it.

In the meantime, stu-
dents are offered few other
parking options.

According to Albright
parking regulations, the
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main parking lot has a strict
7 - 5 p.m. no-student-park-
ing regulation Monday
through Friday. Students
are permitted to park there
on Saturdays and Sundays.
The athletic lot adjacent to
the stadium on Bern Street
is restricted to coaching and
Bollman Center staff from 7
am. - 7 p.m. After 7 p.m.,
any upperclass student may
park there. The stadium
lot is restricted to faculty,
staff and commuter students
Monday through Friday 7
am. - 5 p.m. Starting this
year, any student with a
registered vehicle is permit-
ted to park in any of the Al-
bright Woods parking lots.
Freshmen are not permitted
to park in any on-campus
parking lots.

Permitting all registered
students to park in any lot in
Albright Woods allows stu-
dents to visit their friends,
Uliasz said. But this causes
problems for some Albright
Woods residents.

“It's an inconvenience
because when | try to park in
the lot in front of my apart-
ment, | have to end up park-
ing in another lot because |
can't find a spot,” said junior
Justine Francis, a resident in
Albright Woods.

According to Uliasz, at
one time students were al-
lowed to park in the Com-

puter Center lot in the
evening, but that changed
within the past few years.
Faculty  members  who
taught night classes were not
finding parking spots. Now,
students are not allowed to
park in the lot at any time.

Kerianne Kuliga, a ju-
nior who lives in Albright
Woods, said, “[Albright]
should think of expanding
all the parking lots to ac-
commodate more cars.”

All students, full-time,
resident students and com-
muter students alike, are re-
quired to register their cars
with Albright, according to
Uliasz.

“The mind set a few
years ago was, ‘don’'t get
your car registered because
... [Public Safety] will know
who you are and give you
tickets,”” he said. “That isn’'t
true any more because we
have the ability of running
registration.”

As of this year, Public
Safety has the resources to
find out who owns unreg-
istered vehicles and ticket
owners accordingly. They
cannot  restrict  students
from parking unregistered
vehicles on the street, but
there is an advantage to reg-
istering one’s vehicle that
some students don’'t real-
ize. Uliasz said that Public
Safety will alert any student
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whose vehicle is in danger
of being towed by the city
of Reading for violating city
parking policies. They can
easily identify owners of
registered vehicles and try
to warn them before the city
has a chance to act.

Public Safety started
ticketing vehicles on Oct.
12. Uliasz said they started
late this year because there
was a problem getting the
registration stickers from
the manufacturer on time.

Students, faculty and
Public Safety  officers
claimed that signs should
be posted designating the
regulations for each lot, said
Uliasz. For several vyears,
this has been a goal of the
department, but the budget
for signs has been only re-
cently approved. Uliasz said
he isn’t sure when they will
receive the signs.

“All the tickets that
were written, with the ex-
ception of a mere handful ...
were pulled back because the
lots did not have a posting,”
said Uliasz. Yet, he says that
this year, compared to past
years, there has been hardly
any ticketing, including the
revoked tickets. This may
be attributed to the fact that
the number of students who
registered this year is almost
half what it was last year.

Uliasz believes he has

been fairer than officers in
the past in judging whether
or not a ticket should be re-
voked. He said that if an of-
ficer improperly fills out a
ticket, a student should not
have to pay the fine because
“it's only fair.”

Until Public Safety can
post the signs, they cannot
ticket any registered vehicle
for parking in an unposted
parking lot, according to
Uliasz. The only parking lots
that currently have signs are
the Main Lot and the Com-
puter Center lot.
